CONDITIONS OF ENROLMENT

This application form should only be used by persons identified in item 3 below or wishing to enroll in an alternative middle school.
1. Non-Bermudian children must be bona fide residents of Bermuda.

2. (Subject to 3) A child is eligible for enrolment only at the middle school which is in the same family of schools as the primary school which the child currently attends.
3. Parents who have changed residence during the two years immediately preceding admission may request placement at the middle school which is nearest to their current residence.  If required to, parents should be prepared to show proof of the details concerning change of address.
4. Parents referred to in (3), along with any other parent who wishes to apply for consideration at an alternative site must indicate through signature on the reverse of this application form.  A letter of explanation must also be attached to the form at the time of application.  The form must be returned to the child’s primary school.
5. Parents of students who currently attend primary school outside of the Bermuda Public School System or tutorial sites and who wish to enter the first year of middle school may request placement at the middle school which is nearest to their current residence.  These forms must be submitted to the Ministry of Education, 14 Waller Point Road, St. David’s DD03.
6. The home address for the child must be the same as that of the first contact.  Parents may be asked to provide proof of their home address.
PROCEDURES FOR ENROLMENT IN MIDDLE SCHOOL

1. Complete the application form on the reverse of this document and provide a copy of the child’s birth certificate, passport or a letter from the Department of Immigration.

2. If the child is non-Bermudian, attach documentation (including the child’s re-entry permit) from the Department of Immigration confirming that the child is a bona fide resident of Bermuda. 

3. Ensure that the form is complete.  Unless all required information is provided at the time of application, the form will be deemed to be incomplete and will not be acted upon.

4. Submit the completed application form and required documents to the child’s current primary between 8:45 am and 3:30 pm on Monday, 6 February, Tuesday, 7 February, Wednesday, 8 February, Thursday, 9 February, or Friday, 10 February 2012.
5. Persons submitting an application after Friday, 10 February 2012 must deliver the form directly to the Ministry of Education, 14 Waller’s Point Road, St. David’s DD03.  Late applications or incomplete applications will not be considered until after 31 March 2012.

6. After 10 February 2012, students wishing to transfer into any year level of a middle school in the Bermuda Public School System from a local school outside the system, from a tutorial site or from overseas should not use this form.  In these cases, applicants must complete a transfer form and submit the form, along with an official school transcript, reports and other relevant documentation to the Ministry of Education.
