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APPLICATION FOR FIRST ENROLMENT IN THE BERMUDA PUBLIC SCHOOL SYSTEM

PRIMARY SCHOOL

CONDITIONS OF ENROLMENT

1. Children must celebrate their fifth birthday between 1 January 2012 and 31 December 2012, inclusive.
2. Non-Bermudian children must be bona fide residents of Bermuda.

3. Children must be resident in the same zone as the primary school to which application is made.

4. The home address for the child must be the same as that of the first contact.  Parents may be asked to provide proof of their home address.
5. Preference for admission into a particular school is given to the child residing closest to the school; therefore proof of address may be required (a copy of a lease or utility bill is acceptable). 

6. Where a school is located close to the end of a zone boundary, priority may be given to children who reside between the school and the zone boundary over children who may live closer, but toward the centre of the zone.

7. Priority in enrolment may be given to siblings of pupils already attending the school to which application is made provided that they reside in the same zone.  

8. Parents of children with mobility, vision, hearing, medical, social-emotional, developmental or any other special needs  should contact the Early Childhood Education Officer of Student Services prior to, submitting an application form in order to receive assistance in selecting the school most appropriate for the child’s needs.

9. Parents of children not initially accepted at the preferred school may contact the Principal of the preferred school after 9 March 2012 and request that the child’s name be placed on the wait-list.  As vacancies become available, Principals will admit pupils according to the criteria cited above.
PROCEDURES FOR ENROLMENT IN PRIMARY SCHOOL

1. Complete the application form on the reverse of this document and provide a copy of the child’s birth certificate, passport or a letter from the Department of Immigration.

2. If the child is non-Bermudian, attach documentation (including the child’s re-entry permit) from the Department of Immigration confirming that the child is a bona fide resident of Bermuda. 

3. Ensure that the form is complete.  Unless all required information is provided at the time of application, the form will be deemed to be incomplete and will not be acted upon.

4. Submit the completed application form and required documents to the preferred primary school only between 8:45 am and 3:30 pm on Monday, 6 February, Tuesday, 7 February, Wednesday, 8 February, Thursday, 9 February, or Friday, 10 February 2012.
5. Persons submitting an application after Friday, 10 February 2012 must deliver the form directly to the Ministry of Education, 14 Waller’s Point Road, St. David’s DD03.  Late applications or incomplete applications will not be considered until after 31 March 2012.
6. After 10 February 2012, students wishing to transfer into any year level of a primary school in the Bermuda Public School System from a local school outside the system, from a tutorial site or from overseas should not use this form.  In these cases, applicants must complete a transfer form and submit the form, along with an official school transcript, reports and other relevant documentation to the Ministry of Education.
